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First Table

It is not always easy o work out how
the symbols used by dilferent editors
relate 1o one another. so | have provided
the following 1ables, relating the various
indicators of Greek manuscripts. The
first is of the sixteen witnesses cited by
Stephanus in his edition of the Greek
New Testiument 1550, available on
microtiche in the series Early Printed
Bibles. 1t 1s the first edition to contain
vanant readings. The sixieen wilnesses
are each cited by a Greek numeral. To
simplity consulting the data in
Scrivener's Plain Introdnction 10 the
Criticism of the New Tesianent, | have
provided his designations us well as the
Gregory-Aland numbers (and the letter),

Second Table

For the first time the principal critical editions of the New Testament are made available in a
single publication. including lists of variant readings, collections of manuscript trunscriptions and
collations irom the early eighteenth to the early twentieth century. In addition, a4 number of the
most useful editions of the ancient versions and of ancillary material have been included. The
principal critical editions of the New Testament represent some of the highest achievements in

biblical scholarship.

Scope

This collection spans two centuries of
scientific and technical advance, and of
manuscript discoverics. The methods
developed by lextual scholurs during
this period are parallel o those
formulited in the collection and
classification of nalural science
materiat. As in Lhese branches of
knowledge, the story continues 1o
unfold. These volumes thus chart a
wider cullural and intellectual history.

The oldest work of Purt | is the first
extensive apparatus criticus, compiled
hy John M:ll and published in 1707, the
most recent edition is von Soden’s huge
work ol 1902-13. The selection of
versional material is less
comprehensive. It has been conlined 1o
some of the fargest and most valuahle
editions of the Syriac and Latin
versions. The material in Parts 3 and 4
has been chosen hecause of its scarcity.
its continuing value 10 schotarly
research, and its significance in the
development of the discipline.

The coltection thus focuses on the
collection of data rather than on the
creation of criticul editions, even though
it might be argued that Lachmann is
therefore an intrusion. Foltowing this
principle, the edition of William
Bowyer (1763) has been omitted. along
with such critical contributions as

Bibliographical Works

The furore which surrounded Mill's
edivon, with its 30,000 variant readings.
and Bengel's criticisms of the Texiis
Receprtus, caused textual critics 1o be
very reluctant to print anything other
than that tate and corrupt text. It was
only Lachmann and his successors who

provided a criticat text. The way in
which earlier scholars guthered their
data however, and the content of their
footnotes, give us insight into how
palaeography and textual criticism
advanced to the point where the text
itself could be revised on the basis of
extensive knowledge und lengthy
-reflection.

l-or the reader who wishes 1o follow this
story more carefully, there are a number
ol writers. such as Tregelles and
Scrivener. who have chared the lives
and careers ot the editors of the works
included in this collection. An
indispensahle bibliographical work is

E. Reuss, Bibliotheca Novi Testainenti
Graeci, Strasbourg, 1872, which is
included in this set. Reuss’ work
contains both a catalogue ol neurly six
hundred separate editions (us well as
many reprints), and an analysis of the
iext of the editions in 1,000 text
passages.

Conversion Tables

The development of & simpte and
concise means of indicating witnesses
has been slow. It is simple enough for
versions, where Aerhiop. or Copt. ure
setl-explanatory, and for {athers, where
the name, either in full or abbreviated,
cannot be mistaken. But it is the larger
bulk of evidence, the Greek
manuscripts, which has taken the
tongest to express both clewly and
succinctly. Mill abbrevialed manuscript
names that were generatly derived from
the library housing them. such as Alex.,
and Var. Weutstein introduced the use of
letters. and Gregory gave us the
numbering system moditied by Aland
(hence the name Gregory-Aland} which
is in use toduy. The development of the
system since Gregory is detailed by
VLK. Elliot1, A Bibliographx of Greck
New Testament Manuscrips (2™
edition, Society for New Testament
Studies Monograph Series 109;
